You are the Queen of

Hearts! — My Finest Game
by Scott Varagona

The following is both one of the best
and one of the weirdest games | have
ever played. After a nice tactic won me
a pawn early on, | was all set to coast to
an easy victory. However, because of a
fascinating mistake | made on thé"28
move, the play spiraled off in a wildly
different direction. The result: a game
far richer than I ever could have
expected. For that reason, | guess I'm
actuallyglad | made the mistake. Isn’t
that odd?

Goldsby, A.J. — Varagona, S
(2200) (2123)

Queen of Hearts 2007, Round 3

Queen’s Indian Defense

1.c4 e6 2.d4 Nf6 3. Nf3 b6 4.93 Bb7
5. Bg2 Bb4+ 6. Nbd2 O-O 7. O-O d5

8. Ne5 Nbd7 9. a3 Be7 10. Nxd7!?

An interesting plan. White trades off one
knight, hoping that the other can come
to e5 with good effect.

However, Black has just enough time to
counterpunch in the center.

10. ...Qxd7 11. Nf3 c5! 12. dxcb
bxc5 13. cxd5 exd5 14. Qc2 hé!

The strong hanging pawns give Black’'s
position a lot of dynamic potential; all |
need to do is find good squares for all
my pieces. Since Rfl1-d1l is surely
coming, | played 14. ...h6! to prepare a
safe haven for my queen on e6. (Nf3-g5
is now prevented, you see.) On €6, the
gueen can watch White’'s e-pawn and
dash to either side of the board at a
moment’s notice. The queen’s mobility
is really going to come in handy...

15. Rd1 Qe6 16. Bf4 Rfd8 17. Qb3
Ba6

White is having a hard time pressuring
the hanging pawns. | was just thinking
of how | might energize my pieces even
more when Goldsby played a shocking
move.



18. h4?

Whoa! He dares me to take the e-pawn.
I quickly concluded that the pawn was
poisoned: 18. ...Qxe2? 19. Rel
followed by Rxe7 drops a piece, or 18.
...Bxe2? 19. Rel Qa6 20. Rxe2! Qxe2
21. Rel loses two pieces for a rook.
Other tries, like 18. ...Bc4 19. Qa4
Qxe2 19. Rel Qxb2 20. Rabl Qa2 21.
Ral, offered nothing better than a
repetition... Still, I just couldn’t take my
eyes off that e-pawn! And so, after a
long, long think:

18. ...Bc4! 19. Qa4?

Black also snaps the pawn after 19. Qc2
Qxe2! 20. Qxe2 Bxe2 21. Rel Bxf3;
however, White could play 19. Qc3!?
(Fritz) and pray for complications.

19. ...Qb6!

Wicked! Now, Black has two threats:
...Bb3, trapping the queen and/or
forking queen and rook, or ...Bxe2,
winning the pawn. White cannot defend
against both.

20. Nd2 Bxe2 21. Rel Bb5 22. Qb3
Bd6 23. Bxd6 Rxd6 24. a4 Ba6

25. Qa3 Rb8 26. Racl c4 27. Nf3 Ned
28. Rc2

I’'m in heaven. I'm up a pawn with a
superior position; | even have the
initiative. But | thought | saw a way to
win a second pawn, and put the game
away without delay...
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28. ...Nxg3? 29. a5!

Oops. Now the pin is broken and...I
lose a piece. I've blown my advantage!
Yet, even as | kept kicking myself over
my blunder, | began to realize that
Black’s position still has its merits.
After all, I've got two pawns for the
piece, a strong central pawn roller, and
chances against White's weakened
kingside. In short, with 28. ...Nxg3, I've
unwittingly traded my material edge for
a host of dynamic plusses. But will |
have enough to hold the balance?
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29. ...Qc7 30.fxg3 d4

The move wantto play, 30. ...RDb3,
activating the rook and threatening the
kingside, loses to 31. Qxb3!. So, ...d4
will have to do.

Now is the moment of truth. Black’s
pawns look menacing; White’s kingside
is in shambles. What on earth should
White play?

31. Rce2?

Goldsby decides to invade with his
rooks and fire up an attack of his own.
The trouble is, he just released the pin
on the c-file. Now my dream move 31.
...Rb3! is possible, and once again, the
tables are turned!

White would really like to protect his
king andkeep an eye on Black’s
dangerous pawns. Thus, best is Fritz's
31. Nd2!, pressuring c4, protecting b3,
and keeping the option of Nd2-f1 (to
defend g3) in hand.

31. ...Rb3!

A dream come true. White's queen gets
the boot and | retake the initiative. Still,
White has one last chance to redeem
himself. | didn’t realize it at the time,

but this is a pivotal moment.

32. Re8+ Kh7

33. Qal?

Missing a golden opportunity. White
should admit that the position has turned
against him and high-tail it to a drawn
ending: for example, after 33. R1e7!
Qxe7 34. Rxe7 Rxa3 35. bxa3 c3 36.
Ne5 d3 37. Be4+ g6 38. Nxf7 Rd4 39.
Nd8+! Kg8 40. Re8+ Kh7 41. Re7+
(Fritz), we have perpetual check.

33. ...Rg6!

This was a very tough call. | was so
tempted by the flashy 33. ...Rxf3

34. Bxf3 Rg6, but the position after 35.
R8e5 Rxg3+ 36. Kf2 Rxf3+ 37. Kxf3
Bb7+ was doubtful. If | couldn’t give
mate, White’s rooks would kill me for
sure! The solid 33. ...Rg6! is a far more
pragmatic choice, since now g3 is bound

to fall anyway.

34. h5 Rxg3 35. R8e7 Qf4
36. Qb1+ d3 37. Rf1 Bb7!

It had taken me so long to adjust to the
turmoil after my 28 move, onlynow

did I realize | was winning! White must
lose material: after both 38. Qd1? Rxb2
and 38. Rxf7!? Rxg2+! 39. Kxg2 Qxf7,
Black triumphs.

38. Rxb7 Rxb7 39. b4 Rb5 40. Qel
Qg4 41. Rf2 Rf5 42. Nh2

At last, after all those fireworks, we

have a simple and pleasing finale: a nice
exchanging combination leads to a
winning ending.

42. ...Qd4 43. Nfl Qxf2+ 44. Qxf2
Rxf2 45. Kxf2 Rxg2+ 46. Kxg2 c3

White resigns (0-1).

For me, this game was absolutely
surreal. To beat such a formidable
opponent—and to do so, “by accident,”
in such a grand style! | will never, ever
forget this game.

So, after drawing (by the skin of my
teeth) against Muhammad and Denton in
rounds 4 and 5, | tied for first, thus
winning the Queen of Hearts for the
second year in a row. Shortly thereafter,
my caring but obnoxious brother
congratulated me by saying, “You are
the Queen of Hearts!” Hmm. | guess |
could take that as a compliment. Either
way, | hope I'll pull off a three-peat next
year, and get to be the “Queen” once
again!

As always, many thanks to TD Caesar
Lawrence and to all the players who
make this wonderful event happen, year
after year. You can bet I'll be back next
time.
